Heidi: “My school schedules in-service days
twice a year, and we usually use them to meet
with our teams, or we invite a guest speaker
in. Sometimes the speaker or the theme of
the day is related to our long-term vision as a
school.”

Eve: ‘I sign up for online PD courses on my
own time, through the websites of
organizations | think are good. My school
provides me with a peer support person, but it
can’t really afford to pay for any specialized
trainings for the teachers.”

Gerald: “My undergrad gave me more than
enough science and math background for
elementary school teaching. and the theology
course | took made a big impact on my ability
to be a successful Catholic school teacher.
But | have a lot to learn about classroom
management and other areas that weren’t
covered there.”
